These Orders must be updated before R5.1 is deployed to ensure
agencies are not impacted by the new validation rule. The missing code can cause validation errors when
an affected Order is modified. An email has been sent to the agency PMA and MAs with instructions.

« Agencies with affected Orders have been notified and will need to complete their required actions by April 24, 2023.

« Orders in a DRAFT status with the Requesting Agency will require Order Managers to provide the appropriate Budget Object
Class Code.

* Orders in an Open status without Performance transactions will require Order Managers to insert appropriate Budget Object Class
Codes by an Administrative Modification.

« All other Orders will require the agency to provide the Budget Object Class Codes in a spreadsheet provided and will be inserted
via script. Production will be updated with the supplied values on May 1, 2023. Production will be reviewed again on May 10, 2023
to determine if additional updates will be required.

» All Orders missing the Budget Object Class Code will be updated via Script with Budget Object Class Code of “25.3 Goods and
Services from Federal Sources”.

* Note: The implementation of this change in will not update the “last updated” time stamp so that it does not trigger a mass
download of updated Orders for agencies that are testing in QA environments.

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Value Based vs. Quantity Based Orders

« Two methods for setting up Orders in G-Invoicing
— Value-Based Orders
« UOM =‘DO’ (US Dollars)
« Unit Price = $1.00
« Quantity: Amount in $
— Quantity-Based Orders
* UOM other than ‘DO’ (US Dollars)
« Unit Price can be other than $1.00
* Quantity may be in whole or fractional amounts

« Treasury strongly recommends using Value-Based Orders when the Order includes partial
quantities

— Rounding issues may occur when Unit Price is not $1.00 and partial quantities are used with
Delivered/Performed transactions

— This can result in an Overpay or Underpay situation

— Also may result in reconciliation issues with Order balances in ERP solutions if the ERP rounds differently

Treasury Single Sign-On (SSO) Migrating to CAIA

CAIA (Common Approach to Identity Assurance) provides a consistent user experience to authentication to the
Fiscal Accounting applications. The CAIA solution is similar to the existing Treasury Single Sign-On system
known as ISIM. ISIM will be replaced with SailPoint IdentitylQ to allow users to authenticate to Treasury
applications using a form of multifactor authentication (1. PIV/PIV-I, CAC 2. Login.gov 3. ID.me)

« The new Treasury mandate is for CAIA to be implemented by Q3 2023 (Calendar Year) for all Fiscal
Accounting applications.

« If you do not have a PIV-I/CAC card, an email will be coming with instructions to register with a
Credentialing Service Provider (CSP) of your choice. If you have an existing account with either

Login.gov or ID.me, your work email address will need to be added.
