During the year 2 per cent consols of 1930, amounting to $9,990,600, and 2 per cent Panama Canal bonds,
amounting to $300,000, a total of $10,290,600, were exchanged for $5,900,600 3 per cent conversion bonds and
$4,390,000 3 per cent. one-year Treasury notes, under the provisions of section 18 of the Federal reserve act of
December 23, 1913.

In the gold-reserve fund there were redemptions of $70,684,405 United States notes and $2,000 Treasury notes
of 1890. As the notes were at once exchanged for gold in the general fund, the reserve was maintained at the sum
fixed by law, which, increased by the sum of $2,979,025.63 tax on additional circulation under act of May 30, 1908,
amounted on June 30, 1916, to the sum of $152,979,025.63.

In the trust funds, reserved against gold and silver certificates and Treasury notes of 1890, there were
$1,340,444,000 of certificates issued and $823,220,100 of certificates and Treasury notes of 1890 redeemed resulting
in an increase of $517,223,900 in the issues durmg the year, and an increase in the funds to $2,057,409,391 on June
30, 1916, exclusive of cert1ﬁcat.es and notes in the Treasury.

The postal revenue receipts amounted to $312,057,688.83 and the expenditures therefrom for the Postal Service
were $306,228,452.76, an excess of receipts of $5,829,236.07.
